Mother nature has
given shape to our earth planet where we evolved at
one of its innumerable evolutionary time intervals.Nature
has its own pace to move on, nevertheless with certain
identifiable patterns. There was a time in the life of
human beings when they used to believe in supernatural
powers as and when they confronted any devastating
natural phenomenon nay calamities. They socially con-
structed various myths to appease the angry nature that
eventually became an interesting area of study in the
domain of cultural anthropology to delve deep into the
folk psyche of our forefathers to critically interpret our
current lives.

No doubt, that
poor lower castes, daily wagers, slum dwellers, and hap-
less migrants in general, have been suffering the most,
but the affluent - who are disproportionately from the
'upper' castes - have not been spared by this tiny but
monstrous virus either. It has become clear to all and
sundry that freedom is indivisible; so is the burden of
oppressive social divisions.Discriminatory practices gen-
erate social tensions, which eventually give rise of
covert and overt conflicts. Once conflicts are erupted,
their spread could not be confined only to the underdog
in a given society. The recent eruption of mass violence
in the United States of America over the brutal killing
of George Floyd, a 46-year old black man, by a white
cop of the Minneapolis police, which engulfed the entre
society in no time across its racial bounds, is a case in
point.

clusion and struc-
tures of social
oppression and end
our over-exploita-
tive approach to
Mother Nature,
then surely, the lat-
ter will reciprocate
in its innate benign way. We have already seen the be-
ginnings of this, though in some pockets, in the last
couple of decades. We can feel a stark difference in our
environment just a little after self-imposed restraint as
a preventive measure against the spread of Corona
virus. As Covid-19 afflicts us physically, so social dis-
crimination afflicts us mentally, hollowing out our soci-
ety, and leaving us more vulnerable. Let us leave behind
caste binaries, and unite and empower ourselves as a
society. This could be the only way to overcome not
only such pandemics, but to proceed on to strengthen
ourselves and achieve the real freedom which Dr
Ambedkar had appropriately called the soul of a nation,
entailing as it does Equality and Fraternity to ultimately
get rid of our society from the centuries old endemic of
social exclusion.

All scientific advancements as generally pro-
jected, have failed so far to control the Corona pan-
demic. The purpose here is not to underrate science per
se, but the way it has been developed and used, needs
to be looked a bit more seriously. No doubt, for an in-
stance, we have been able to overcome food crisis in
our country with the adoption of new agrarian technol-
ogy under the rubric of green revolution. But at the
same time, we have also despoiled our soil and ground-
water sources, and contaminated our food products in
the mad race to achieve ever more yields through the
overdose of varied chemicals.

pecially the elderly patients. It is alleged
that there are no more ventilators to pro-
vide relief to the sick. Moreover, dispos-
ing of dead bodies has become a crisis
within a crisis. Food shortages further
aggravate the misery. The State appara-
tuses are becoming increasingly oppres-
sive in their endeavors to keep
recalcitrant populations indoors. A vi-
cious spiral is evolving with the passage
of every day - more patients, less hospi-
tals, less food, and more resistance to
staying indoors. Fears are rising that if
lockdowns are allowed to continue for
some more days then law and order
problems will inevitably arise.

During such times of crises in
the past, the psychological respite of re-
ligion used to provide some solace.Unfor-
tunately, Covid-19 has pushed religions
of various nomenclatures into oblivion -
at least for the time being. None were
competent to face its poisonous
fangs.This last resort of the masses has
also betrayed them in their hour of need.
It has taught a lesson, in a way, to all
those who had shut their doors to the so-
called lowest-of-the-low on the one
hand, and to kaffirs, on the other. Both
science and religion seem to be on the
run. The doors of all religious centers
throughout the world have been shut for
the fear of the further spread of the Co-
rona. And science is still groping in the
dark to find a suitable remedy for this
worldwide ailment. Scattered voices can
be heard, frequently echoed, that hu-
mans played with nature, and now, it
seems, nature is taking a swipe at them
and their avaricious civilization. That they
are being tutored that they are not alone,
and that other living beings have inalien-
able rights to our planet too - and these
swipes are becoming both increasingly
frequent and potent, in the shape of tor-
nadoes, floods, pandemics, heatwaves,
etc.

In the face of the evident inabil-
ity of science and religion, what option(s)
are left for humans to face the chal-
lenge? It is suggested that we have to re-
alize our true calling. Though envisioning
themselves to be the apex of all biologi-
cal life as we do, humans should aspire
to live in a happy equilibrium with the
earth, its other creatures, and its fauna
and flora. In this holistic approach, if any
part of (this) indivisible nature is allowed
to atrophy, it would have ever larger and
more violent impacts on its remaining
parts. Covid-19 is the outcome of that

unmindful consumption of this biodiver-
sity by insatiable human lust. It is a
warning to be heeded by humanity col-
lectively. We human beings are the origi-
nators and drivers of the choking
pollution all around. Forests are disap-
pearing at an alarming speed, and so are
aquifers; and life in the oceans is strug-
gling against annihilation. The heavy
hand of extinction was never more visible
since the advent of human civilization.

Religion mired in its own political
economy has also been failing humanity
to connect with its true nature. Instead
of teaching the lesson that all humans
are similar, its protagonists are busy sow-
ing the seeds of social binaries, preju-
dices and false hopes. And science
instead of becoming a savior/liberator of
mankind has been enslaved by the cor-
porate profit ethic, and instrumantalised
for exploiting the entire planetary ecosys-
tem to the hilt. Even as humans are the
culprits, then it is also only they them-
selves who can save themselves; and for
this they need to turn inward, listening
and responding to their inner conscience.
They must realize that all living creatures,
whether of land or sea, also have a nat-
ural claim on the resources of our planet.
They are not just resources themselves,
to be consumed by humans. They are
also children of Nature, and to smite
them means to smite Nature itself. We
already see signs of its rising rage, and
continuing down this path means risking
incalculable and irreparable environmen-
tal degradation, and pandemic led deci-
mation of human life. Our science should
not be a tool to transmute Nature for
petty conveniences.

So, what have we to learn from
this time of pandemic? We need to be
extra cautious against the nefarious
spread of this deadly virus, and to be so-
cially well-connected to come together
and confront this common enemy of the
mankind.We have been asked to practice
social distancing, but in the Indian con-
text social distancing is not merely an in-
junction to be observed transiently till the
Covid-19 has run its course. Caste and
creed have long been creating social dis-
tancing in our society, but of a type
which pandemics do not recognise. We
are quite used to the practice of keeping
social distance from the so-called lower
castes. The centuries old evil of caste
based social exclusion has done great
damage to our country. Despite consis-
tent opposition to this deeply entrenched
social malady during divergent social re-

form movements spearheaded by saints,
Sufis, gurus, and statesmen at different
intervals, mapping the long historical
span of the existence of India itself,
caste based social segregations and boy-
cotting of the ex-untouchable castes
continue to survive, though subtly, even
today. Many of its historically oppressed
victims still live in segregated neighbor-
hoods in the vicinity of mainstream vil-
lages in the vast rural areas of our
country, even after many decades of in-
dependence (Ram 2016:32-39). Purify-
ing utensils in fire, considered polluted
after the use by ex-untouchables, was a
common practice until not so late in our
caste-ridden society, as was removal of
the stain of pollution through a touch of
an ex-untouchable by taking a dip in a
holy sarover (pond)/river and/or with a
sprinkle of holy water.

What we need today during the
deadly health crisis of Covid-19 conta-
gious malady is to practice not only
physical distancing (to use this term in
place of social distancing) in common
with the rest of the world, but also - to
coin a phrase - 'social proximity', i.e. the
feeling of social cohesiveness to put our
emotional, cultural, social and material
resources together for common use. This
feeling of cohesiveness is what Dr
Ambedkar called fraternity for the foun-
dation of a strong nation. One aspect of
this fraternity or social cohesiveness
would be a sense of collective concern
manifesting in a far stronger compliance
with both moral and legal injunctions for
the greater public good. In the present
Covid-19 situation, for an instance, phys-
ical distancing and self-isolation would
have been much more likely to be both
appreciated and implemented at the indi-
vidual level had fraternity been all preva-
lent in our society.For the realization of
the intrinsic purpose of physical distanc-
ing and social-isolation, i.e. to save the
mankind from the rage of the current
pandemic, we need a cohesively strong
society. Such a socially cohesive strong
society in turn depends on the depth of
fraternity in its social interaction. Further-
more, fraternity implicitly sows the seeds
of equality and greater liberty. If the cen-
trality of fraternity is accepted, then the
underlying wisdom in the vision of Dr
Ambedkar, which emphasized the inter-
connectedness of liberty, equality and
fraternity for the emergence of social
democracy in India, becomes clear. The
more socially cohesive we are, the more
capable we would be to face the current

and any such future challenge. Dr
Ambedkar rightly said that caste is anti-
thetical to nation. It does not only divide
labour but also labourers. A caste-ridden
society prevents, or at least hinders, the
flourishment of fraternity. For a sustain-
able rooting of social democracy in India,
caste needs to be stamped out entirely.
Fraternity and caste cannot coexist. Fra-
ternity is foundational for a sound social
democracy. It is in this crucial context,
we need to assure ourselves that this
temporaryalleviative and precautionary
measure of physical distancing (social) to
fight Covid-19 pandemic should not be
allowed to further intensify the already
existing subtle caste-based social bound-
aries in our social set up. The real
strength of a nation to boldly face any
challenge, natural or whatever, as em-
phasized by DrAmbedkar, depends on
the bedrock of social cohesiveness - fra-
ternity. Fraternity is life-line of a nation.
Electoral democracies devoid of fraternity
within their respective social realms
often pushed their respective political
regimes towards authoritarianism. Politi-
cal democracy without social democracy
could not put an end to widening of in-
equalities. Nor it helps create conducive
environment for the emancipation and
empowerment of downtrodden. Rather,
it converts the latter into its potential
constituency for continuouselectoral
gains at different intervals. Dr Ambedkar
warned of serious consequences of hav-
ing only political equality (one man, one
vote, one value) without a matching
equality of social and economic levels in
Independent India (for details see: Ram
2010: 12-38).

To make everyone realize equal
value of his/her vote, s/he needs at the
first place to be bring at par with those
who hitherto found them better placed in
terms of social status and economic con-
ditions historically. Social democracy is
not only vital for a viable political democ-
racy; it is equally imperative for boldly
facing a common enemy like the preva-
lent one of novel coronavirus induced
pandemic.
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"Social Democracy”

What does social democracy mean? It means a way of life which recognizes liberty, equality and fraternity as
the principles of life. These principles of liberty, equality and fraternity are not to be treated as separate items in
a trinity. They form a union of trinity in the sense that to divorce one from the other is to defeat the very purpose

of democracy.

Liberty cannot be divorced from equality; equality cannot be divorced from liberty. Nor can liberty and
equality be divorced from fraternity. Without equality, liberty would produce the supremacy of the few over the
many. Equality without liberty would kill individual initiative. Without fraternity, liberty would produce the
supremacy of the few over the many. Without fraternity, liberty and equality could not become a natural course

ABOUT THE HISTORY OF THE AD-DHARM MOVEMENT

In addition to the book "Religious
Rebels in the Punjab: The Ad-Dharm
Challenge to Caste" authored by
Mark Juergensmeyer which is a his-
tory book about the glorious Ad-
Dharm Movement of the Untouchable
Castes of Punjab for Ad-Dharm Reli-
gion, there are many other sources of
information about the Ad-Dharmis.

The Indian Franchise Commit-
tee Report 1932 is another invaluable
source of information which has a
Memorandum submitted by the Ad-
Dharm Mandal delegation to the
Committee. The Memorandum starts
with the following lines:

“In the first place we want to
make it quite clear that we are not
Hindus. There is no doubt that from
time immemorial on account of polit-
ical and economic pressure we have
been kept in the fold of Hinduism. But
this was done by the trickeries of the
Hindus for their own political pur-
poses. We are as separate from the
Hindus as east is from the west and
north is from the south. We are the
descendants of the aborigines of
India who were the real sons of
the soil.”

Support was also extended to
the Ad-Dharmis by Mr. M.A. Ghani,
M.L.C., General Secretary, Punjab
Labour Board via his Memorandum
submission to the Indian Franchise
Committee, which stated:

“A strong movement is afoot
among these people to cut them-
selves off from the Hindus and form
a separate religion of their own. This
religion is called “Ad-Dharm”. So pop-
ular the movement is among them
that in the last census, with all the
atrocities and cruelties perpetrated
upon them by the Hindus and Sikhs,
no less than 4 lakhs of them were
able to have themselves recorded as
Ad-Dharmis. Had there been no pres-
sure on them from the well-to-do
communities, their number would
surely have been no less than 25
lakhs. Under the circumstances, |
would strongly appeal for separate
electorates for them.”

Dr. Rajendra's Prasad's book

BAHUJAN SAMA,J PARTY AND THE IDEQLOGY OF AD-DHARM

"The real objective of the Ad Dharm movement was to create an egalitarian social structure
where Ad Dharmis would be proud of their community and feel free to aspire for equal oppor-
tunities. With an aim of achieving the same objective, the Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP) has be-
come active in Punjab since 1985. Of late the Party has claimed that “the ideology of Ad Dharm
has become the spine, heart , brain, eyes, feet, and arms of the struggle of the BSP” (Bahujan
Samaj Bulletin 12 January 1997:8). In 1996, it won three of the thirteen parliamentary seats
and recorded leads in as many as seventeen assembly constituencies in Punjab (Verma 1999).
Kanshi Ram, founder of the BSP, was elected to Lok Sabha (1996) from the Hoshiarpur con-
stituency , wherefrom 50 years ago Babu Mangu Ram, founder of the Ad Dharm movement,
got elected to the Punjab Assembly in 1946. More interestingly, it was again in Hoshiarpur
that the BSP celebrated 75th year of the AD Dharm movement on 28 February 2001. On this
occasion, Kanshi Ram in his address exhorted the “Bahujan Samaj” to follow the principles of
the Ad Dharm movement of which the BSP has, now, become the torch-bearer.”

MEMORANDUM OF AD DHARM MANDAL PUNJAB-1929

Annexure-|

Thememorandum presented
by Ad-Dharm Mandal, Punjab on 12-
10-1929,to His Excellency Sir Geof-
frey Fitz Hervey De Montmorency, the
then Governor of Punjab. This was
the first attempt for the amelioration
of the lot of down trodden Commu-
nity and has been rightly hailed as the
"Manga Carta" in the historic struggle
for eradication of untouchability and
inequality.

May it please your Excellency,

We the members of the Ad-
Dharam Mandal Punjab, Jullundur
City are the representatives of down
trodden community comprising of
three Million souls in the Punjab, and
seventy million in the whole of India,
who are disgracefully called the
"Shudars" or untouchables. Your Ex-
cellency may be aware that we be-
long to an ancient race which ruled
India about 5,000 year ago, prior to
the invasion of India by the Aryans.
These bands of outsider from central
Asia reign India, and defeated our
forefathers, the latter were ruthlessly
treated, they were foreign cruel mas-
ters in a way which spoke volumes of
the barbarous mentality of the so
called "Civilized Aryans." The rest of
the conquered race, who due to their
self-respect, refused to be enslaved
were driven away to take shelter in
the jungles. The Aryans whose pres-
ent descendants are called high class
Hindus, have all along been treating
us with the most inhuman brutality
so that our unlucky community nu-
merically large as it is, now little mere
name. In spite of the fact that there
are some highly educated and capa-
ble men in our community still we are
not given any honourable status in
the society. No right of ownership of
anything, vests in us, even we have
not the right to safe-guard our indi-
vidual lives. The deplorable condition
of the mute millions of our oppressed
community is due to harsh treatment
meted out to us by the High class
Hindus in consequence of the 'Au-
gust' pronouncement of the ancient
Aryans which are embodied in the
Manu Smiriti and lot of other Hindu
scriptures of that type. Your Excel-

lency will be amazed to learn that
scriptures of the so called religion are
replete with the sayings such as that
we the Ad Dharmies have been cre-
ated to serve the high class Hindus,
that we have no right to hold any
property, that even our wanton mur-
der by a high class Hindu involves
him in no difficulty, etc. All our de-
mands have been willfully suppressed
by the High class Hindus and all our
attempts at ameliorating our condi-
tion have been deliberately trampled
upon. We therefore beg to submit the
position and demands of our commu-
nity, which we venture to hope, will
receive adequate consideration at
your hands. We are sorry to say that
the Hindu officials who appropriated
all our rights and privileges have not
done any justice to us. All the deal-
ings of the Government with the Hin-
dus mean with the high class Hindus
only, with the result that our griev-
ances cannot reach the government.
It would be no exaggeration to say
that the reforms given to the Hindus
have been so given to the high class
Hindus only. This being so, we are
now under two Governments, the
high class Hindus Government and
the present British Government.
Owing to the predominance
of the Muslims there is less untouch-
ability in this province, as compared
with other provinces but as regards
political condition we are not a bit
better than the worst untouchables of
other Provinces, but we are in the
worst condition from the political
point of view. Not even a single mem-
ber of our community has ever been
nominated to the local legislative or
to any local body although in other
provinces such nomination, have
been made by the Government to the
extent of seats ranging between 1 to
11 in local legislatives. The present
system of electorate cannot be of any
use to us because the high classes
Hindus are steeped with caste preju-
dices. Therefore the only method
open to us should be separate elec-
torate where in our political social and
even moral salvation life.
Our position can be briefly described
as follows: - (1) that our community

consists of about their Millions in the
Punjab, and about seventy million in
whole of India. (2) That compara-
tively speaking we are the most back-
ward people in the Punjab as regard
education public service, social posi-
tion etc. (3) That we do not believe in
the Hindu religion, nor do we hold it
in high esteem, therefore, we do not
wish to call ourselves Hindus but we
the all untouchables of different
classes being the ancient population
of India wish to be called "Ad
Dharmies” and in the next coming
census we should write Ad-
Dharmies." (4) We do not desire to
keep any close social or political con-
tact with the high caste Hindus, who
think that they are polluted by our
mere touch or even by casting of our
shadow on them, though they en-
deavours to count us with them so
that they may enjoy greater rights at
our expense. So this aspect of our po-
sition can be remedied by our follow-
ing petty demands.

OUR DEMANDS: (1) Neces-
sary arrangements for better educa-
tion of Ad Dharmies (untouchables)
boys and girls and national scholar-
ship should be separately given to
them and introduction of free primary
education. (2) Separate representa-
tion, in all public bodies and legisla-
ture, selected by the communities of
our Mandal. (3) A minister our
province. (4) Equal rights of owner-
ship of any property of dwelling
houses and common fields as enjoyed
by other communities. (5) Equal
rights of using all District Board public
wells, as enjoyed by other communi-
ties. (6) Proscription of Manu Smiriti
and all like Hindu scriptures in which
contemptuous mentions have been
made of our race and community. (7)
Any mention of us by name of Shudra
should be strictly forbidden. (8) Share
in all public services including police,
civil, military, railway, education, and
medical departments etc. (9) in our
caste 60 % do the work of agricul-
ture with the agriculturists but they
give very meager share to the poor
untouchables and we hear that there
are 15187200 acres of uncultivated
land in the hand of the Punjab Gov-

ernment. Therefore, land in the
colonies should be reserved for us in
the same way as it has been done, for
other communities. (10) The Punjab
Alienation Act has made us so weak
that the people of other communities
forcibly make us to their services in
return of living to the houses built on
their land, because we cannot buy
any land, even for our houses under
the Punjab Alienation Act of 1909 A.
D. therefore this Act should be re-
pealed. (11) Although there are two
Acts passed by the Government to
prevent the forced labour (Baigar) yet
the officials do not care for these
Acts and they forcibly make us serve
them without any payment. The Gov-
ernment should proclaim the forbid-
ding of all sorts of forced labour
(Baigar). (12) There is criminal blame
upon our community, while we are
free from every crime therefore this
blame should be wiped off. The na-
tional presumption of innocence
should attach to Ad-Dharmies as
well. (13) Permission should be given
to us to go to the foreign countries,
as our condition is very poor. (14) We
want to call ourselves Ad Dharmies
while the other communities espe-
cially Hindus do not like it and they
try their best to prevent us from doing
so, and make us call ourselves by the
same hateful word (Shudra) by trou-
bling us in every possible way. There-
fore a committee should be appointed
by the Government from our commu-
nity to settle these matters. In the
name of humanity and the British
sense of justice we beseech you to
take such steps as you deem neces-
sary so that our vast community may
no longer be denied the natural rights
of citizens of British Empire, and be
not left at the mercy of the Hindu
Tyrants.

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Ambedkar on India’s China Policy in the early years of Independence

India’s China policy is currently in
news owing to the standoff on the
LAC between the two historically
hostile neighbors. Political, diplo-
matic, strategic analysts are fully en-
gaged in discussing Sino-India
relations from their respective per-
ceptions. The government of India
and the opposition parties are up in
arms on the reported incursions by
the PLA of China at the LAC in Gal-
wan Valley in Ladakh. The situation
took a serious and bloody turn on
the night of June 15 with heavy
losses of life on the Indian side and
reportedly on the Chinese side too.
On both sides of the LAC, armies are
heaving ball to ball confrontation pre-
senting a dangerous scenario. In the
given background, | thought of writ-
ing on India’s China Policy from an

ering the current and emerging sta-
tus of our relations with Pakistan and
China, it may be said that Ambedkar
was a visionary leader. His views on
Pakistan and China and India’s for-
eign policy in general were pragmatic
and candid.

Nevertheless, Babasaheb
Ambedkar was a real public man of
standing. How could he remain silent
on matters of public and national in-
terest? He had been candid and
vocal on important issues including
the foreign policy of Jawaharlal
Nehru. Ambedkar’s views on India’s
relations with Pakistan and China
were clear and categorical as he
thought in the early years of our free-
dom and formulation of foreign pol-
icy to deal with the outside world
particularly our neighbours. Consid-

He was equally vocal and candid on
the issue. While speaking on China
at the Lucknow University as early as

1951, he expressed himself clearly
as quoted by Prof. Satish Chandra,
HOD of Department of Political Sci-
ence of the Central University in
Haryana in his article, Ambedkar's
Tibet concerns and Chinese threat
“India has failed to develop a strong
foreign policy. Tibet has been gar-
risoned by China; it will have long-
term threat to India.” Prof. Satish
Chandra further wrote about Dr.
Ambedkar’s views on Nehru’'s China
policy, “He was scornful of Nehru-
vian foreign policy, especially on
China and the erstwhile Soviet
Union. He wanted Tibet must remain
an independent country. While deliv-
ering speech in Kathmandu in 1955,
he cautioned the aggressive ap-
proach of China to Himalayan states.
Almost six decades of Indian foreign
policy synchronised itself under the
duress of China from a major power
to a trivial entity.” Babasaheb
Ambedkar was a critique of India’s
China policy. He spoke in the Rajya
Sabha in 1954 and warned for failing
to read the Chinese designs and said
“By allowing the Chinese to take
possession of Lhasa, the Prime Min-
ister has practically helped them
bring their border down to the Indian
border... Aggression might well be

our Hon’ble Prime Minister is taking
this “Panchsheel’ seriously. Hon’ble
Members of the House, you must be
knowing that Panchsheel is one of
the significant parts of the Buddha
Dharma. If Mao had even an iota of
faith in Panchsheel he would have
treated the Buddhists in his country
in a different manner. Panchsheel
has no place in politics. The truth in-
herent in Panchsheel is that Morality
is forever changing. There is nothing
called Morality. You can abide by
your promises in accordance with
today’s Morality and by the same
propriety you may violate your own
promise simply because tomorrow’s
Morality will have different demands

. in my opinion our Prime Minister
will realize the truth in my words
when the situation matures further

. I don’t really know what is going
to happen. By letting China take con-
trol over Lhasa (Tibetan Capital) the
Prime Minister has in a way helped
the Chinese to bring their armies on
the Indian borders. Any victor who
annexes Kashmir can directly reach
Pathankot, and | know it for sure that
he can reach the Prime Minister’s
House also.” Dr. B.R. Ambedkar
briefly touched these issues of
India’s foreign policy in his resigna-
tion letter from the cabinet of PM
Jawaharlal Nehru in September,
1951 and said that the foreign policy

India needs to have a fresh look on
its China policy. | think simply by
kneeling down and being goody-
goody would not work.
